Dr. Faulkner has been president of Houston Endowment since 2006. 
He is a graduate of Southern Methodist University (B.S., 1966) and The 
University of Texas at Austin (Ph.D., 1969). In an academic career 
spanning four decades, he served on the chemistry faculties of Harvard 
University, the University of Illinois and The University of Texas. At 
Illinois he was also head of the Department of Chemistry, dean of the 
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences and provost. In 1998, he returned 
to The University of Texas at Austin as the 27th president and served 
into 2006. He is co-author (with Allen J. Bard) of the prominent text 
‘Electrochemical Methods: Fundamentals and Applications’ and is co-
inventor of the cybernetic potentiostat, which had a lasting impact on 
the design of commercial analytical instruments. He has been 
recognized with awards from the American Chemical Society, the 

Electrochemical Society, the Society for Electroanalytical Chemistry and the U.S. Department of 
Energy. In 2003, he was elected to the American Academy of Arts and Sciences. He serves currently 
on the boards of Exxon Mobil Corporation and Temple-Inland, Inc.  
 
As president of The University of Texas at Austin, Dr. Faulkner provided invaluable assistance in the 
renaissance of Texas Hillel.  He fully supported the construction of  a new center for Jewish life and 
strengthened the long-standing connection between Texas Hillel and the University.

Dr. Hyman J. Ettlinger (1889-1986) was a mathematician, athlete, coach and long-time supporter of 
Texas Hillel.   He chaired the campaign that built our first permanent facility (at our present site) in 
1949.  For decades he was the driving force behind the promotion of Jewish student life at UT Austin. 
In his memory, Texas Hillel established the Hyman J. Ettlinger Renaissance Award in 2006.   
 
Milton Smith (z”l), involved actively in the 1949 and early 21st century capital campaigns and a 
staunch supporter for all the years in between, was our first honoree.

We begin with the students and their interests. Some students will become involved with Texas Hillel whether or 
not we intentionally reach out to them; for these students we offer the traditional array of activities that people 
expect from their Hillel – Shabbat programming, holiday celebrations, social get-togethers  and so on. But those 
self-selecting students are a small minority of the total Jewish population, leaving thousands of people un-
reached. To meet and enrich every student we go beyond our own walls and engage them based on their interests 
and within their existing social circles. Our fourteen CEI (Campus Entrepreneur Initiative) interns, five Student 
Executive Cabinet members and dozens of committee chairs work with our SJE (Senior Jewish Educator), Direc-
tor of Jewish Student Life and Israel Fellow to create micro-communities under the Texas Hillel umbrella.  Each 
of these people is helping students navigate their Jewish journeys on their own terms. 

Each micro-community feeds into and from the larger Hillel family. We meet students where they are and help 
them find Jewish meaning in things they already value and connect them to others with similar interests. All of 
this is based on a solid foundation of research and Jewish learning. Our educational vision is to provide students 
with positive Jewish memories, Jewish knowledge, Jewish self-confidence and a sense of belonging to the global 
Jewish people. We also continue to support the work of our existing micro-communities focused on social justice 
and Israel advocacy. The White Rose Society and Texans for Israel get students from all backgrounds involved in 
important causes.
